In addition 
to overseeing the Museum’s in-house science programming, Lanza will manage the Museum’s fifth-grade 
chemistry outreach program, Reaction Time, which is part of the Utah State Office of Education’s Informal 
Science Education Enhancement program (iSee) and is funded by the Utah Legislature.
